1) The dog must be either a mixed breed or unrecognized breed as defined herein.
2) Mixed breed dogs must be spayed or neutered. Unrecognized breeds are not required to be spayed or neutered.
3) The dog must be identified with a Canadian Kennel Club approved microchip.
4 Applying for a Canine Companion Number (CCN)
a) Complete the appropriate Canadian Kennel Club Canine Companion Number application form.
b) With the completed form, accompanying documentation must be included as follows
1) Mixed breed dogs - proof of spay or neuter.
2) Unrecognized dogs not eligible for registration by CKC and not on the Miscellaneous List — a copy of a registration certificate
from a CKC recognized Registry.

6.9.3 In the case of limited entry trial, move ups are permitted and the club is exempt from

Section 4.3.4.

6.9.5 If it is established by the CKC that a dog moved up to the next level has not completed the
requirements for the lower level before moving up, then all qualifying ribbons and/or awards
earned by the dog incorrectly entered shall be forfeited and cancelled by the CKC and the owner
may be subject to disciplinary action.

6.9.6 In order for a dog to be eligible to move up, the dog must be individually registered in the
CKC or have a Performance Event Number (PEN), an Event Registration Number (ERN) or a
Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN) before entries close. The addition of a CKC number
after close of entries does not make the dog eligible and will result in referral to the Discipline
Committee.

Section 15.1.12 (c), In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its owner provided with a Championship certificate, the
dog must...have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level.
Moving a Class Dog to Specials
Chapter 8, Section 8.9.1, A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC or has a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN)
and has completed the requirements for a championship in accordance with these rules but at the time of the closing of entries for
show has not received confirmation of the title, may be transferred from one of the regular classes to Specials Only providing the
transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the owner or handler at least one hour prior to breed judging.
Section 8.9.3, When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the same day, in the same venue, the request for
moving of class dogs to specials must be made prior to the scheduled opening of the first show the dog is being moved up to
Specials only. Every day of a 2 or more day show is a separate show. Please note that this rule is effective up to one (1) hour prior
to the opening of the show, NOT one hour prior to the judging of the breed.
